A Tragic Event at Big Dan's Tavern

This is the story of a tragic incident in the life of a 21-year-old divorced mother who lived in
New Bedford, Massachusetts, with her two children. Although the victim's name has been published
by a number of newspapers, the author will not use it in this report. March 6, 1983, was a happy day
for the young mother, who spent it celebrating her older daughter's third birthday. About 9 p.Mm. the
young woman went out to get some cigarettes. Unsuccessful at finding any at a couple of stores, she
went into Big Dan's Tavern, a local bar. She saw another young woman she knew and decided to stay
for a drink. After her friend left, the young woman was grabbed from behind by a patron of the tavern.
He stripped off her pants and raped her on the floor. Several of the other patrons lifted her to a pool
table where she was repeatedly raped for an hour and a half. Her screams for help were met with
cheers and laughter from the other patrons.

Although one of the customers said "Knock it off—this is getting out of hand"(Starr 1983, p.
25), the attack continued. And when the bartender, Carlos Machado, and a customer tried to leave the
bar to call the police, they were stopped by the other patrons. At the trial, Machado testified that the
onlookers shouted "That's how it's done. That's how you do it" (Starr 1984). Finally, the half-naked
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young woman was able to run from the tavern and flag down a passing van. When the police, called by
the people in the van, arrived at the tavern hours later, two of the attackers were still there. It was
business as usual at Big Dan's Tavern.

Police quickly arrested the four men who actually committed the rape. Later the state
prosecutor filed charges against two other men who cheered the rapists, contending that they were
accomplices. When the national media disseminated news of the horrible gang rape with cheering
bystanders, the country was horrified and outraged. The owner of Big Dan's Tavern closed the bar
permanently 2 days after the rape. And a week after the incident 2,500 people held a candlelight
procession to offer sympathy for the victim and express their concern.

This incident ignited the anger and concern of society, not only because of the vicious nature of
the assault, but also because of the insensitivity of the bystanders. One witness is reported to have
asked, "Why should I care?"

There is growing concern with the callousness of witnesses to crimes in the

United States, some citizens propose that the United States should institute "duty to rescue"
laws. These laws would require that bystanders to an incident such as the rape at Big Dan's Tavern
report the incident to the police. Bystanders who did not attempt to terminate the incident by calling
the police would be held criminally responsible and could be arrested. Many European countries have
"duty to rescue” laws and impose criminal sanctions, including jail sentences, on those who violate
them. In reaction to the incident at Big Dan's and other similar incidents, three states have instituted
"duty to rescue™ laws with fines instead of jail sentences.

Should "duty to rescue™ laws be instituted? Should they include stricter penalties than a small
fine? Would a "duty to rescue” law have prevented the rape at Big Dan's?

The Destruction of Hedda Nussbaum

Joel and Hedda appeared to be an ideal couple. He was a successful attorney, good-looking,
charismatic, and intelligent. She was a lovely, bright, and vibrant young career woman, an editor of
children's books for Random House. They met at a party in 1975, and she moved in with him in 1976.
They were deeply in love and life seemed wonderful. And it was wonderful for the first 3 years—then
Joel hit her. Hedda does not remember what precipitated that first attack but does remember that both
of them were shocked and, although he did not express any regret, Joel was very affectionate following
the attack. It was easy for Hedda to believe that it would never happen again.

Hedda continued to believe that each incident of abuse was the last—even when she required
surgery to repair a ruptured spleen after a beating in 1981. After each episode, Joel was affectionate
and Hedda believed that it was an isolated incident, one that would never happen again. She loved Joel
and believed that he loved her. Then, in 1981, a client retained Joel to find a home for her illegitimate
daughter. Joel decided to keep the child and brought "Lisa" home to live with him and Hedda. Hedda
was thrilled to be a mother, and life was wonderful for all of them for about 6 months. Then the abuse
of Hedda began again.

When her injuries were apparent, black eyes or facial injuries, Hedda was embarrassed to go to
work. As the heatings became more frequent and severe, she missed more and more work until
Random House fired her in 1982. Her job was not only her sole source of income, it had provided her
with outside relationships. With her termination these relationships ceased, leaving her even more
dependent on Joel. Although he was quite wealthy, Joel took Hedda's savings. When he persuaded
Hedda that her friends and family were not good for her and eliminated her contact with them, Hedda
was completely isolated and entirely dependent on Joel. Joel and Hedda began to use drugs. Joel's use
became heavy, and he coerced Hedda into using more and more.

The abuse increased and the cruelty escalated. Joel devised new and more horrible ways of
tormenting Hedda: he hung her from a bar with handcuffs, burned her with a blowtorch, broke her
nose a number of times, and choked her. Hedda ran away six times, going to friends or to shelters. But
each time she went back to Joel, swayed by his tenderness and apparent love, or wanting to be with
Lisa. In 1986, Joel brought home another child, an infant, Mitchell. As with Lisa, Mitchell was never
legally adopted. Despite Joel's cruelty to her, Hedda did not think that he would abuse the children.

In November, 1987, Hedda was no longer the attractive, independent, happy, capable young
woman who fell in love with Joel and went to live with him. She had lost 25 pounds, was permanently
disfigured, defenseless, and psychologically traumatized. She was the typical battered woman,
completely isolated from the outside world. That was her condition the night Joel brutally beat Lisa.
Not only was Hedda incapable of defending herself from her lover, she could not prevent him from
attacking Lisa. Joel prevented Hedda from summoning help for the child who lay unconscious for 12
hours. By the time Lisa was taken to the hospital, it was too late to help her and she died. After a year
of hospitalization for physical and mental problems, Hedda was able to testify against her former lover
who was convicted of first-degree manslaughter in the death of 6-year-old Lisa.

Could Hedda have done anything to prevent her exploitation by Joel? How much influence did
drugs have on the behavior of Joel and Hedda? What could society do to prevent the abuse of people
like Hedda and Lisa? How can people avoid destructive relationships?

Who's The Criminal?

Broward Circuit Judge Mark Speiser has twice jailed women who filed sexual assault charges
for refusing to testify against the alleged assailants. Judge Speiser defends his actions, saying that one
instance was a mistake by the correctional staff and in the other case the woman lied in court. In June,
1989, a 22-year-old woman spent 6 days in jail because she did not want to testify in court against the
stranger who allegedly kidnapped and raped her. When she did not show up for court hearings, Speiser
issued a warrant for her detention. Jailers, following orders, kept her in custody when she was brought
to the Broward County Jail. The judge contends that he intended her to be brought to his courtroom,
but there was a mix-up.

A 27-year-old woman had a similar experience. She filed charges against a former boyfriend
and another man for rape and kidnapping but later said it was a domestic dispute. Despite her signing a
"waiver of prosecution,” police felt the assault had occurred and pursued the case. The assistant state
attorney agreed. At the bail hearing, the victim testified on behalf of the accused. Judge Speiser
ordered her jailed. Prosecutor Tim Donnelly opposed sending her to jail. However, Judge Speiser later
explained that he "wanted her to think about this right then and there, to reflect upon the trauma of that
incident and tell the truth. The problem from the state's vantage point was that after she came in and
lied under oath, their case was shot. If, in fact, the rape didn't occur, and she lied, | wanted her to
remember this experience in court."

The terrified victim was taken away in handcuffs to spend the night in jail. The next day she
again appeared before the judge. She admitted lying because she was afraid of the assailants' families
who were in the courtroom. The men in the second case eventually received 1-year suspended
sentences for attempted rape. A description of the outcome of the first case can be found in Chapter 10,

Thieves Feel the Bumblebee Sting
At the time, Operation Bumblebee seemed like another police publicity stunt. Even the slogans - "put
the sting on burglars" - seemed glib and unconvincing.

But more than a year later, it is beginning to look as if the Metropolitan Police may be making some
headway against the flood of break-ins which had become virtually part of everyday life in the capital.
Figures produced in the summer showed that the number of homes broken into between June 1983 and
April 1994 had fallen by 16 percent to 98,563. The number of burglaries where the culprit had been
caught had risen from 11.7 percent to 16.2 percent. Still woefully high and woefully low respectively,
but at last things seem to be moving in the right direction.

Bumblebee was initially a local operation in certain parts of London where crime was at its worst.
Partly propaganda - the public was urged to stop criminals by "buzzing the bee line", it also saw the
police going on the offensive with a series of spectacular mass raids on the homes of suspected
burglars and fences.

In June last year, the new Metropolitan Police Commissioner, Paul Condon, announced that Bumble-
bee was going across the entire capital. The campaign, he said, was the police response to the public's
belief that burglary had become almost an epidemic. "London is lighting back." he warned.

The massive raids continued, netting millions of pounds in stolen property and leading to hundreds of
arrests. Yet the police believe that their quietly insistent message on crime prevention is what is
making the largest contribution.

Scotland Yard estimates that a third of all burglaries are what they call a "walk-in" job. A door or
window is left unlocked or open, and a passing thief grabs the opportunity.

Make sure that you don't leave a ladder in the garden. Get decent locks on the doors and windows and
an exterior light triggered by a movement sensor all back of the house.

Scotland Yard has also gone to great length to improve its intelligence gathering. "The traditional
gentleman burglar is a thing of the past,” says a spokesman. "Most are between 17 and 30 years old
and living within three miles of their victims; 80 per cent of those we arrest are unemployed."

It may not be as dramatic (or exciting) as an armed robbery, but it has a corrosive effect on the lives of
hundreds of thousand people every year. Forensic science techniques previously reserved for major
crimes are used whenever possible.

Previously people might have felt that the police regarded a break-in as just one of those things".
Millions of pounds in stolen property has been recovered (the rest has usually been sold in pubs and
car boot sales).

In most cases, insurance has replaced what has been lost, and people cannot be bothered to attend. That
is part of the modem culture of burglary, and most items will eventually be auctioned, with the
proceeds going to the government.

And, to many people’s surprises, it began to produce results.

So great is the volume, that the police have set up road shows where victims can search for
their property.

If you are prepared to invest several hundred pounds, fit a burglar alarm.

Londoners had seen it all before and knew anyway that bumblebees are pretty harmless.
Householders can now expect a visit from a finger-print expert as a matter of routine.

A few simple steps could reduce the risk.

Translated into human terms, the figures mean that 1,500 fewer homes are burgled.

ILO, UNICEF and the Global Initiative to Fight Human Trafficking (UN.GIFT) launched the
‘Training manual to fight trafficking in children for labour, sexual and other forms of exploitation’ on
15 September 2009. It is one of the few manuals on trafficking that specifically focuses on children,
includes a focus on labour issues, and is geared towards training. It is comprised of textbooks for self
study and an exercise book with a menu of assignment options that trainers can choose from for tailor-
made training courses. It also includes a facilitators’ guide for use by those facilitating training. The
manual addresses the needs of governments; workers’ and employers’ organizations; and NGOs and
international agencies working at the policy and outreach level. [...] Trafficking in children is a global
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problem affecting large numbers of children. Some estimates have as many as 1.2 million children
being trafficked every year. There is a demand for trafficked children as cheap labour or for sexual
exploitation. Children and their families are often unaware of the dan-gers of trafficking, believing that
better employment and lives lie in other countries.

Child trafficking is lucrative and linked with criminal activity and corruption.

It is often hidden and hard to address. Trafficking always violates the child’s right to grow up in a
family environment. In addition, children who have been trafficked face a range of dangers, including
violence and sexual abuse.

Trafficked children are even arrested and detained as illegal aliens.

Some facts:

- UNICEF estimates that 1,000 to 1,500 Guatemalan babies and children are trafficked each year for
adoption by couples in North America and Europe.

- Girls as young as 13 (mainly from Asia and Eastern Europe) are trafficked as “mail-order brides.”
In most cases these girls and women are powerless and isolated and at great risk of violence.

- Large numbers of children are being trafficked in West and Central Africa, mainly for domestic
work but also for sexual exploitation and to work in shops or on farms. Nearly 90 per cent of these
trafficked domestic workers are girls.

- Children from Togo, Mali, Burkina Faso and Ghana are trafficked to Nigeria, Ivory Coast,
Cameroon and Gabon. Children are trafficked both in and out of Benin and Nigeria. Some children are

sent as far away as the Middle East and Europe.

Cyber crime and the banking sector: top threats and secure banking of the future
As cyber attacks continue to plague businesses, it is banks who are under the greatest scrutiny from the
increasing threat There is no disputing that cyber crime is at an all time high. It seems not a day goes
by without an organisation suffering a security breach or customers of a major bank having money
stolen from their accounts.
In fact, PwC’s Global Economic Crime Survey 2016, revealed that cyber crime has now jumped to the
second most reported crime globally and that 54% of organisations have been hit with cyber crime in
the last two years. This highlights just how big a business hacking has become.
However, some organisations are more of a target than others.
One of the main targets for cyber crime is without a doubt banks. In the last year, banks from all over
the world have been hit by hackers.
This includes attacks against Tesco bank, where hackers stole over £2 million from customer
accounts, DDoS attacks bring banks like HSBC to a standstill, as well as phishing scams targeting the
customers of all major banks in the UK.
So why are banks such a lucrative target for cyber crime? The answer is simple, cyber criminals go
where the money is, and banks have more money than most other organisations.

Here, Spencer Young, RVP of EMEA at cyber security firm Imperva, discusses the key threats banks
and bank customers are faced with today, and how he expects banks will aim to overcome them in the
future.

What are the major threats banks are faced with today?

While there are numerous threats aimed at bank systems and their customers, one of the biggest
threats, and often one of the hardest to detect, is that of malicious, careless and compromised users.
These employees, contractors and partners are already inside the banks secure perimeter and have
legitimate access to its sensitive data and IT systems.

When these insiders abuse their privileged access or are compromised by external attackers, the
valuable data is easily exposed. As banks continue to expand online and mobile access, they also
expand the attack surface. As such, they must be vigilant against DDoS attacks and web application
attacks such as credential stuffing.

We have seen numerous high-profile breaches against major financial services institutions in the last
year, and the volume and complexity of the attacks are on the rise.

Criminals can send phishing emails or set up fake websites that dupe consumers into giving away
sensitive financial data. They can also leverage information from social media sites to socially
engineer their way into accounts via customer service.

For example, while it’s unclear of the exact nature of the recent Tesco attacks, one theory is that the
hackers got their hands on customers’ debit card information, and then proceeded to use it in an
automated attack which resulted in £2.5 million being taken from around 9,000 account holders.

Why is cyber crime still such a success?

As financial institutions shift to digital channels like online banking and mobile transactions, the attack
surface grows, and there is more to protect.

Combine this with the fact that successful attacks on banks and financial services firms provide a quick
way to monetise the data, and you can see why banks and financial institutions are such popular
targets. Given the number of hackers attempting to breach these institutions, it’s a matter of when, not
if, financial institutions will be breached. Clearly, it’s critical that they protect the data that the
criminals are after.

Is secure banking an unrealistic goal?

Even though banks are a popular target for hackers, they also are among the most sophisticated
enterprises in the world from a security perspective. This is largely because security and online
banking go hand-in-hand.

Consumers want the confidence that their financial information will be protected, regardless of how
it’s accessed. The banks have reputation, brand and highly sensitive personal data to protect, and in the
main, they take that very seriously.

What we don’t hear about are the numerous attempts to breach banking systems that are successfully
prevented. This is down to the investments that the banks have made in systems and processes to
defend their customer’s personal data.

We have strong business relationships with some of the world’s largest banks, and they are constantly
reviewing and updating their defence systems, sometimes in response to new attack threats and types,
sometimes pro-actively in evolving their systems to be the most secure they can be.

How will banks combat cyber crime in the future?

Compared to today, the secure bank of the future will use more machine-learning technology and
systems to proactively prevent potential breaches and data loss.

In other words, we will see more ‘attack as the best form of defence.” They will also defend the
sensitive data they hold at every potential access point, regardless of whether that is a mobile device,
internal network, connected internet of things device, through a website, through an app etc. And of
vital importance, they will all then add more protection to the databases themselves that hold the key to
the information the criminals are after.

So, we will see proactive prevention, and more unique layers of defence to protect what the banks
value the most.

Miranda

Ernest Miranda had a long history of arrests and incarcerations before moving in with Twila
Hoffman and her two children. Despite Twila's legal marriage to another man, she and Ernest
had a child together. Miranda avoided conflicts with the law while hopping from one menial job
to another. Finally, he seemed to settle into work at United Produce in Phoenix. But this
apparently conventional life-style was short-lived.

At 11:30 p.m. on March 2, 1963, a man abducted and raped an 18-year-old woman. The
abductor stole $4 from the victim and fled. Less than two weeks later, Ernest Miranda was
arrested for the rape and eventually confessed. Although the police denied making either threats
or promises in order to obtain the confession, Miranda described the situation differently. He
claimed that he was badgered, coerced, and deprived of sleep. He also alleged that the police
promised to get him psychiatric help and to drop the robbery charge if he confessed to rape.

After viewing a lineup, the victim was unsure whether Miranda was the rapist and asked to hear
his voice. Meanwhile, Miranda was told that he had been positively identified. Thus, when asked
if she were the victim, Miranda responded, "that's the girl."”

Miranda was convicted and the Arizona Supreme Court upheld his conviction. However, the
U.S. Supreme Court reversed the lower court's decision, concluding that "Miranda was not in any
way apprised of his right to consult with an attorney and to have one present during the
interrogation, nor was his right not to be compelled to incriminate himself effectively protected
in any other manner. Without these warnings the statements were inadmissable™ (Miranda v.
Arizona, 1966). In its decision the court cited social science research on police interrogation and
false confessions (e.g., Frank & Frank 1957, Sterling 1965, Weisberg 1961).

As a result of this decision, police officers began to read to suspects their "Miranda™ warnings:

"You have the right to remain silent. Anything you say can be used against you in a court of
law. You have the right to the presence of an attorney to assist you prior to questioning and to be
with you during questioning if you so desire. If you cannot afford an attorney, you have the right
to have an attorney appointed for you prior to questioning. Do you understand these rights?"

The Supreme Court decision did not really help Miranda. There was enough other evidence to
convict him in his new trial. He was incarcerated until 1972. Ernest Miranda was killed in a
barroom brawl 4 years later.
