In the
classroom or at home, practicing this kind of introduction is very easy. But there are some things we
just don’t learn from formal English lessons.Unfortunately, as adults in the real world, introductions
in English can be terrifying. You may try very, very hard not to meet new people. Why? Because we
want strangers to like us, and we’re scared that we’re going to do something that makes them hate us
or think we’re silly instead. Today, I’'m going to go over all the English you need to meet someone
new. You can finally stop being nervous about meeting new people, because you’ll have the best
introduction expressionsready to use. You’ll be able to introduce yourself with confidence
and move on to full English conversations. Doesn’t that sound awesome?

There are many ways to start talking to someone new. | recommend that you memorize only two
or three, so you don’t forget them. Pick ones that you can use anywhere, anytime. Which ones sound
most natural to you? The most important thing is that you’re comfortable saying them.

Here’s the easiest one: just say hello and your name. Then, if possible, shake hands.

Amy: Hello. I’'m Amy. (Offer your hand.)
Brian: Hello, I’m Brian. (Shake hands.)
Amy: Nice to meet you.

See? It’s that easy. You can also break the ice by using other common greetings like “good
morning,” “good afternoon” and “good evening.” Aside from asking questions, another good way to
ask for very basic information. This gives you a reason for starting the conversation. Here are some
examples:
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Excuse me, do you know what time it is?
Sorry to bother you, but where is the meeting?
Excuse me, are you going to the restaurant?

Pick a topic that is happening currently, and that you actually want or need information about.
Another great ice breaker is a compliment. Find something you like about them and tell them. Be a
little careful here when picking an object to compliment. Don’t compliment them as a whole person,
because they might be offended or think it’s too forward (overly-friendly).

I love your dress.

You have a beautiful dog.

You need to keep the conversation going. To do this, have more simple questions ready. Like
before, have three or four questions memorized. Questions are always better than comments, because
they make the other person talk, and this gives you time so that you can think of new things to say.
How are you?

Where are you from?

What are you doing here? or What brings you here?
Are you having a good time?

If you aren’t confident in your English skills, it’s much easier to listen to the other person than it
is to speak. Pay attention to the answers from your first questions and ask for more details. People like
talking about themselves, so this won’t be a problem. Below are some sample conversations.

Amy: How are you?

Brian: A little tired.

Amy: Why is that?

Brian: I didn’t sleep well last night.

Amy: I’'m sorry to hear that. What went wrong?

Brian: I'm a bit jet-lagged from my flight.

Amy: | bet. Where did you fly from?

Brian: I came from London last night.

Amy: That’s far! Was it a long flight?

Brian: Just a few hours. But | had a long layover in Frankfurt.

You can see how Amy keeps the conversation going each time by asking Brian for more
information. When she does this, she also learns more about him.
Let’s look at another example:

Amy: Where are you from?

Brian: I'm from England.

Amy: Wow! That’s far! When did you arrive?

Brian: | flew in last night.

Amy: Was it a long flight?

Brian: Just a few hours. But I’'m still feeling jet-lagged.
Amy: What’s the time difference?

We can see how this conversation is a little different, but the same questions still work. When we
meet people, we usually have similar conversations to introduce ourselves and get to know each other
better. That’s why it’s important to practice these introductions and memorize some of these common
questions.

Let’s look at one more example. Let’s say Amy and Brian are both at a business conference.

Amy: What are you doing here?

Brian: I’m here for the conference.

Amy: So am I. What company are you from?
Brian: I’'m with the Sales team from Samsung.
Amy: That’s really interesting. Do you like it?
Brian: Most of the time, yes.

Amy: What do you like about it?
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Brian: I get to travel to nice conferences like this!

When you’re traveling for business, asking what people do for work is always a safe bet.
However, be careful to keep the conversation positive. Don’t say anything bad about their work in case
they disagree with you!

Conversation isn’t always about asking questions. Eventually, the people you’re talking to are
going to ask you the same questions that you’re asking them. Because of this, it’s very important that
you can answer these questions easily. Keep your answers short and simple so you have less time to
make mistakes.

Have answers ready for these questions:

Where are you from?

What do you do?

What are you doing here?

Do you like your job?

How was your trip?

Are you having a good time?

What do you think of the weather?

What do you think of the movie/event/conference/restaurant?
Even when questions are specific, you can have a general response prepared. Say something generally
positive, then add in more detail. Adding the detail keeps the conversation interesting. Then you can
ask a question.
Example 1:

Brian: What do you think of restaurant?

Amy: It’s really nice. I especially liked the fish. Did you?
Example 2:

Brian: How do you find the conference?

Amy: It’s really interesting. | especially liked the first speaker. What did you think?
Example 3:

Brian: How was your trip?

Amy: It was mostly fine. I only had one layover. How was yours?

If you find you have nothing more to say or you’re
not connecting with the person you’re talking with, you need a way to leave politely. Otherwise, there
could be a lot of awkward silences. Here are a few key lines for leaving politely:

Excuse me, I need to (find my friend/go to a meeting)
Well, it’s been lovely talking to you.

Best of luck.

Nice to meet you, Brian.

I hate to run off, but | need to go.

Let me give you my card before | go.

Enjoy your time here!

As you say these phrases, hold out your hand for a handshake, making it clear that you’re ending

the conversation.

You’re your own biggest judge. Most people will be happy that you came and talked to them. Even if
you make a mistake, keep talking. People will remember your smile and your confidence more than
any small errors. Finally, practice saying these expressions a few times at home or with a friend so that
when you meet someone new, you’ll be prepared.

15 types of social work jobs

There are many career paths you can pursue in social work. Here are 15 different social work jobs:
1. provide care and help to patients who cannot care for themselves because
of a physical or developmental disability, age, illness or injury. They may help patients with daily
living activities such as caring for personal hygiene, administering medications, completing household
chores, running errands and counseling about independent living. These workers also observe patients
for changes in their overall health condition.
2. provides counseling services to students regarding topics such as personal
and social development, career development, college admissions and achieving their academic goals.
School counselors may work in public, private and charter schools at the elementary, middle and high
school level. The specific duties based on the ages and needs of the students they serve.
3. ensures the greatest number of eligible families take partin the Head Start
program as is allowed by funding, creates a trusting and collaborative partnership with each family,
enhances the lives of parents and guardians by making home visits and encouraging active
participation in the program, maximizes the use of community resources by families in need, promotes
positive growth and development of families and documents and records progress of the families.
4. observe and assist professional social workers to practice applying skills and
learn how to apply training to real world events. They may collect medical histories, assess client
needs and help them find resources, provide counseling services and maintain client records. All work
performed by a social work intern is done under the close supervision of a professional social worker.
5. help at-risk individuals and families such as children from troubled
homes, senior citizens and people with serious chronic or terminal illnesses. They may make home
visits, perform psychosocial evaluations, provide referrals to community resources and report abuse.
They meet with their clients regularly to determine how well they are managing their circumstances
and to help them cope with life’s difficulties when possible.
6. provides mental health and behavioral intervention services to patients
who struggle with issues such as post-traumatic stress disorder, psychiatric disorders, developmental
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disorders, substance abuse and physical or emotional abuse. These specialists work with doctors,
nurses and behavior analysts to implement patient treatment plans and evaluate and report on their
patients’ treatment progress.

7. individuals, couples, families and groups to help them cope with and
overcome issues that affect their mental health and well-being. Most of them use a holistic therapy
approach that encourages patients to discuss their emotions and experiences and helps them define
their goals, gain insight and plan a course of action to reach their goals. They may work with patients
on issues such as substance abuse, depression, career guidance, anger management, relationships, self-
image, bullying, aging and stress. They may also refer patients to psychologists and other mental
health professionals.

8. ensure children are protected and secure by making sure they are living in
an appropriate environment, receive necessary medical care and have access to schooling. Child
welfare specialists often have to make tough decisions on behalf of children such as deciding whether
the child needs to be removed from their home. When a child is removed from their home, this
specialist conducts interviews of potential foster and adoptive parents to find a new home for the child,
schedules visitations and represents the child in all court hearings.

9. work in healthcare or social service industries including family services,
rehabilitation services, geriatric care, mental health care, education and nursing and acts as a mediator
and advocate for their patients. Their duties may include meeting with patients and their care teams,
filling out paperwork, advocating on behalf of their patients, creating or helping create care plans,
making home visits and following up on the progress a patient is making in their care plan.

10. offer services to individuals and groups struggling with substance abuse.
Addiction counselors listen to their patients to help them identify the root causes of their addictive
behavior, provide guidance on coping mechanisms and refer them to programs that can help them
through recovery such as 12-step programs.

11. help and support to individuals and groups who have recently
experienced a major crisis to help them find resources, regain stability and improve their overall sense
of safety and empowerment. They usually meet with their patients for brief periods involving less than
three sessions, with each session ranging in length from 15 minutes to two hours.

12. helps patients and their families cope with the social, financial,
emotional and psychological hardships related to a diagnosis of a serious, chronic or terminal illness
and educates them about patient entitlements, community resources and health insurance coverage.
These workers may also provide counseling through individual or group therapy discussions. They can
help advocate for their patients by promoting an understandingof healthy lifestyles, disease prevention
and barriers to access within their communities.

13. are licensed mental health professionals who improve the lives of their
patients by helping them overcome mental health illness, develop better cognitive and emotional
coping skills and overcome life challenges. They provide unbiased, objective, nonjudgmental and
supportive guidance to help their patients identify goals, overcome challenges and achieve their goals.
14. are licensed mental health professionals who use the principles of
behavioral psychology to help their patients overcome social, emotional and behavioral problems
caused by mental illness, injury, disability or a developmental delay. They conduct behavioral
assessments, create behavior support and intervention plans based on the results of their assessments
and oversee the implementation of these plans by Registered Behavior Technicians to measure the
patient’s progress towards achieving their individual goals and program objectives.

15. are licensed mental health professionals who provide counseling
services to at-risk individuals, families, children and groups and act as an advocate for their patients by
directing them to resources, services and programs. They often work closely with other social workers,
doctors, nurses, teachers, counselors and psychologists. They may assess patients and diagnose mental
health illnesses, help patients identify goals, create treatment plans designed to help their patients
achieve their goals and then provide counseling services as their patients work toward achieving their
goals.

There used to be a general feeling that computer games were bad for you, and books were
good. Now people are not so sure. Researchers have found that computer games, television and the
Internet have become key factors in boosting children’s IQs up to levels never reached by past
generations.

The idea that intelligence can be measured was first suggested about a century ago, but at that
time it was hard to find tests that gave the useful results. Over the past two decades, however, tests
have become more subtle and complex and researchers have found that 1Q scores can give a good
indication of what children’s future exam results will be. Some experts have even claimed that 1Q
scores can accurately predict what level of income and status young people will achieve in adult life.

Why are today’s youngsters doing so much better than their grandparents? Of course, better
nutrition, higher standards of living and improved education all play their part in raising general levels
of intelligence. But there seems to be more to it than that. Scientists are attributing the chance in
intelligence levels to the complexity of modern life.

In today’s fast-moving world, young people are required to interact constantly with electronic
gadgets and equipment. Research has shown that they are constantly exposed to an increasingly
complex and visual world — a world far more stimulating than previous generations lived in. This is
developing youngster’s brains in ways that older generations never experienced. Computers are one of
the major sources of stimulation, and activities such as playing games and using the Internet seem to
be particularly important.

There are still some things that remained unexplained, however. For example, the increase in
children’s 1Q scores varies according to the type of intelligence being tested. It appears that nowadays
people are better at abstract thinking than their ancestors were — but their verbal and mathematical
abilities have remained the same as those of previous generations. No one knows why this is the case.
Nevertheless, during the last few years there has certainly been a general upward trend, and it has been
found that the present generation have 1Qs about 15 points above their parents.

Although this is clearly good news, the surging popularity of computer gaming and other
activities has caused concern in some quarters, for two reasons. Firstly, there have been claims that the
high levels of violence in the games could encourage children to be aggressive. There have also been
fears that children could become addicted to the games, and so be unable to stop playing them. But a
recent study found no reliable evidence to prove that computer games contribute to long-term violence
or anti-social behaviour.

Indeed, it has been claimed that, in moderation, computer gaming is positively good for
youngsters. It requires positive qualities such as perseverance, fast thinking and rapid learning.
However, it seems that improvements in 1Q may not last very long without continuing stimulation. The
brain seems to be like a muscle and requires repeated and vigorous exercise to stay fit and healthy.
When it comes to 1Q, it’s a case of ‘Use it or lose it”.
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Others argue that computers have only limited value. They fear that young people who spend
too much time playing computer games alone will never learn to think independently. They claim that
the danger with a computer is that doing repetitive tasks can actually reduce intelligence. In the end,
computer games are no substitute for real-life experience and for imagination.

Coat of Arms

The coat of arms alternated during the history of Ukraine owing to various political, social,
cultural, and other factors as a phenomenon common to many European nations. The contemporary
national coat of arms of Ukraine is the most ancient as well as the most dignified of all the
Ukrainian insignia of nationwide significance. It represents a synthesis of a preheraldic device of
the ruling dynasty in the 10™ century and of the oldest Ukrainian national heraldic tinctures from
the 13! century. The classic form of the Ukrainian trident is found on the gold and silver coins of
\Volodymyr the Great (979-1015).

The problem of the origin and original meaning of the Ukrainian trident has still not been
solved by scholars. The archeological finds of tridents in Ukraine go back to the 1% century A.D.
Undoubtedly this emblem was a mark of authority and a mystic symbol of one or several ethnic
groups which inhabited ancient Ukrainian territory.

The trident became a hereditary preheraldic badge of all medieval Ukraine and in almost
every generation it underwent certain augmentations (e.g., more crosslets, crescents, pearls), and
there are cases where the trident passed into a bident and vice versa. Tridents and bidents are found
on many objects of that period: coins, stones, and bricks of significant buildings (palaces, castles,
cathedrals, etc), armor, signets, seals, official jewelry, ceramics, manuscripts.

During the 12" century the image of St Michael the Archangel superseded the trident as the
highest national device, but tridents continued to be used by ruling houses as additional dynastic
badges until the 15™ century.

After the renaissance of independent Ukraine on January 22, 1918, the trident was adopted,
by the law of March 22, 1918, as the national device of the Ukrainian National Republic. It was
adopted in the form of a Great and a Small Coat of Arms representing the classic trident of
\Volodymyr the Great in an ornamental wreath.

Distinctive banners and standards were borne by ancient Ukrainian rulers and their armies
through the entire period of the medieval monarchy. Gules was the the frequent tincture of the
Ukrainian knightly shields of the 12" century but yellow rarely appeared. The most frequent
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bearings were stars, crewscents, crosses, and dynastic devices. Crosses, tridents, bidents, heads of
spears, and other emblems ornated the tops of flag staffs.

In the middle of the 10" century, when the national revolutions marked the course of
European history, the necessity arose for a visible symbol of the self-determination of the
Ukrainian nation. Seeking inspiration in the glorious historical past, the Supreme Ruthenian Rada
in Lviv, reviving in 1848 the coat of arms of the former kingdom, simultaneously accepted the
armorial tinctures as the combination of national colours of Ukraine. Both, the light blue flag
charged with the golden crowned lion and the horizontally stripped flag (yellow above light blue)
were used at that time and the latter soon became the national flag in Galicia as well as all over
Ukraine.

The composition of national colours was decreed by a law of the independent Ukrainian
National Republic on March 22, 1918.

The light blue above yellow flag was established for the Western Ukrainian National Republic on
Novermber 13, 1918, and for the Carpatho-Ukrainian Republic on March 15, 1939, as a symbol of
the all-Ukrainian unity. Both the yellow above light blue flag and the light blue above yellow flag
were hoisted until 1949, and borne as military standards and colours during the War of Liberation
of 1917-20. The light blue above yellow flag was provisionally confirmed by the Ukrainian
National Rada in exile on June 27, 1949.
