coherent main points in the body, and provide a memorable conclusion using appropriate transit ion 
signals. 

 Audience awareness and adaptation: recognise the importance of analysing the 
audience’s expectations, background, and needs in order to tailor content and delivery strategies. 

 Verbal delivery techniques: master the use of voice (pitch, pace, volume, pauses), word 
choice, rhetorical devices, and attention-getting strategies to enhance clarity and impact. 

 Non-verbal communication skills: understand the significance of posture, gestures, 
facial expressions, and eye contact in reinforcing verbal messages and establishing rapport. 

 Speech anxiety management: identify psychological and physiological symptoms of 
stage fright and apply basic techniques (breathing control, mental rehearsal, positive visualisation) to 

handle nervousness. 

 Self-reflection and feedback: develop the habit of evaluating one’s own speaking 

performance and constructively using peer/teacher feedback to improve future presentations.
